SUBJECT MODULE: Air Transportation of Hazardous Materials





OBJECTIVES:	Ensure that each employee who has duties that involve hazardous materials is able to recognize, accept, and handle hazardous materials offered for air transportation by successfully completing initial hazardous materials training within two weeks of being hired and by successfully completing recurrent hazardous materials training once each twelve calendar months thereafter.  This training applies to all types of company owned and/or operated aircraft.





TRAINING AIDS: Code of Federal Regulations Title 49, Parts 100- 177 (CFR 49), Shipper's Declaration/Certification forms, Department of Transportation (DOT) Form 5800.1 (Hazardous Materials Incident Report), Hazardous Materials Labels, prepared examples of forms. demonstration packages with proper markings and labeling, current DOT label & placard chart, chalkboard, overhead projector, video tapes, etc.

No person may perform any assigned duties and responsibilities for handling or carrying of hazardous materials unless that person has satisfactorily completed initial or recurrent training provided in this program within the preceding 12 calendar months.
