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EMERGENCY PROCEDURES


[135.23(m)]





Whenever the Pilot-in-Command (PIC) is the sole company employee on board the flight, the PIC is assigned all emergency evacuation duties.





Whenever a Second-in-Command (SIC) is assigned to the flight, the emergency evacuation duties are assigned as follows:





Pilot-in-Command





1.	Opening of the main cabin door, if possible.


2.	Assisting passengers to disembark.


3.	Leading passengers to safety.


4.	Notifying proper authorities and requesting aid.





Second-in-Command





1.	Opening of the emergency exit, if possible.


2.	Ensuring all viable passengers have disembarked.


3.	Accounting for all passengers.


4.	Administering First Aid.





If either pilot is incapacitated, the other pilot will assume all emergency duties.
